April 17, 2013 – Regular Meeting Minutes

Regular Meeting Minutes

I.        Call to Order

Commissioners Present:  Joel Gerlach, Mark Helpenstell, Matt Simms & Don Wood
Staff Present:  Doug Coutts, Tom Fallon, Carrie Monforte & Peggy Nelson
Don called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  The attendance sheet is attached for permanent records only.

II.
Public Comment

No public comment.
III.
Approval of Minutes 
The minutes of the Regular Meeting on March 20, 2013, were unanimously approved in a motion made by Joel and seconded by Mark.  

IV.      Treasurer’s Report/Voucher List Approval
The ending fund balances, per Island County, were as follows:

· The Maintenance and Operations Fund was $125,051.23.
· The Capital Fund was $500.65.

· The Reserve Fund was $212,003.23.
· The Bond Fund was $28,029.30.
Matt reviewed the Treasurer’s Report with the commissioners.
Voucher Approval
In a motion made by Matt and seconded by Mark, the Board unanimously approved the Maintenance and Operations Fund Vouchers #5394 through #5448 in the amount of $51,223.63 and electronic tax payments in the amount of $5,506.63.
V.   District Reports
 A.  Director’s Report: (to be attached for permanent records) 
Doug discussed his Director’s Report with the commissioners.  Doug stated that they were monitoring the water quality of Goss Lake for the upcoming triathlon.  Doug stated that a water test at Goss Lake would be done again next month after one of the water tests came back bad earlier this year.
Doug said he had spoken with Dr. Jo Moccia at the School District about renting the school buses for the triathlon and she had agreed to allow the Park District to use them for a small fee.
Doug said he checked with Enduris about installing security cameras in the Park and they had no objections.  Tom said he would like to have a camera that can be moved around the Park as needed.  The commissioners and staff discussed installing security cameras and Doug said he would investigate the cost of a camera.  Matt said they need to be careful about installing cameras within the Park because of public outcry recently.  

B.   Program Report (to be attached for permanent records) 
Carrie discussed her Program Report with the commissioners.
        C.  Maintenance Report  
Tom stated that the septic system for the maintenance facility was installed and approved by the County.  Tom said the pump track in the Park was 99% complete. 
Tom said he had spoken with Louis Muniz about potential moss under the new basketball court and how to treat it and he was waiting to hear back from Louis.  Tom recommended celebrating the District’s 30 year anniversary along with the basketball court ceremony. Don agreed and recommended story boards detailing the progress of the District over the years.  Matt recommended having the basketball court ceremony on July 4th.  
VI.   Unfinished Business
A.  Louis Muniz – Rotary Basketball Court Update
Louis Muniz stated that he was still a few weeks away from getting all the funds to purchase the basketball court.  Louis said fencing needs to be installed around the court but the bid he received was $8,000 and he did not have enough funds.  Tom said they could possibly downgrade the fencing to a more manageable price.  Louis showed the commissioners a picture of the court and asked if the court tiles could be blue and yellow and if the Rotary emblem could be printed on the court.  Doug suggested using the school colors of blue and white as the colors of the court tiles.  Louis said the cost of logos printed on the court tiles was $125 per square foot.  Don suggested adding the Park District logo to the court tiles along with Rotary’s but Joel said that might be too expensive for the District.

Louis said he had sold six bronze plaques for $1,000 when raising money for the court and he asked to display them around the court.  The commissioners asked him to provide a diagram of where the plaques would be installed and how they look.  Don recommended adding signage around the court that ties the plaques with the story of the Park.  Louis said he would like to make a ceremony out of the installation of the new court and invite the community.  Louis said he was hoping to install the court in June.

        B.  Comprehensive Plan Programs
Matt said he and the Aquatics Foundation were still working on a pool proposal.  Matt said he had spoken with Doug about the pool and the Foundation was sending out the pool plan for review along with confirming numbers from outside resources.  Matt said the Foundation was trying to organize a capital campaign and the next step would be to pull together the community stakeholders and get their ideas.  Don asked if the pool plan included space for offices and Doug said he was drawing up a plan that included office space.

VII. New Business

A.  Resolution 2013-03 – Surplus Property
Doug stated that the resolution was to surplus the van and bus that the District currently owns because they are neither cost effective nor used consistently.  Don said the District should consider purchasing a smaller vehicle for District use in the future.  Joel read the resolution to the commissioners.  Matt made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-03 Surplus Property and Joel seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.
B.
 Resolution 2013-04 – Revision of Signage Policy
Doug said he made changes to the current Signage Policy according to the minutes in a previous meeting and he added language that would reduce the liability to the District if signs were damaged.  Doug said the policy still needed to be revised to include all signs on District property.  Matt said the Signage Policy should be revised to include all signs before they approve the resolution and Mark agreed.  Discussion ensued about the Signage Policy.  Matt stated that the title of the policy should be amended to say ‘Temporary Signage Policy’ and Doug changed the policy title and the resolution to ‘Temporary Signage Policy for Outside Groups’.  Joel read the resolution to the commissioners.  Mark made a motion to approve the amended Resolution 2013-04 Revision of Temporary Signage Policy for Outside Groups and Matt seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.    
VIII. Adjournment
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
