I.        Call to Order

II.       Public Comment

III.     Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the Regular Meeting on March 28, 2012, were unanimously approved in a motion made by Don and seconded by Mark.

In a motion made by Don and seconded by Mark, the Board unanimously approved the Maintenance and Operations Fund Vouchers #4670 through #4731 in the amount of $46,459.77 and electronic tax payments in the amount of $7,139.83.

Terri asked the commissioners to read the Director’s Report, specifically regarding the proposed weather station and the history project, prior to the May Board meeting.

VI. Unfinished Business
A. Employer Social Security Contribution vs. Deferred Compensation
Terri reminded the commissioners that the employees have been given the opportunity to vote on whether or not to stay in the Social Security program.  Terri said that in order for the employees to make a decision, the commissioners needed to vote whether or not the District will contribute the same rate that has been contributed to Social Security to another retirement program such as the Deferred Compensation Plan.  Joel stated that the District should contribute the same rate since it would be no additional funds from the District’s stand point.  Don said the commissioners should sign a resolution stating that the District agrees to contribute the same rate to another retirement account as it has been to Social Security.  All of the commissioners agreed to support that resolution and Terri said she would have that resolution available for signature at the next Board meeting.

Maintenance Facility Update – PSE Engineer’s Estimate
Terri distributed the Maintenance Facility budget to the commissioners.  Terri said that Tom had received a new estimate from Puget Sound Energy for the maintenance facility electrical extension and the amount had increased by $9,000 because another vault has to be installed.  Tom said that after he received the original bid, he called again to confirm the number and he was told it was correct but then received a hard copy of the bid after the extension was actually measured and the bid had increased.  Don asked how they could pay for the extra $9,000 and Terri said the line item ‘Fence between Fields #2 & #3’ had already been paid in 2011 so they could use those funds for the electrical extension.  Mark made a motion to approve the payment to Puget Sound Energy for the maintenance facility electrical extension.  Joel seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously approved.
Tom asked Don if he wanted to complete the trenching needed for the electrical extension and Don said he was not sure if he could complete it in the timeframe allowed.  Jim said it would be better to hire someone to complete the trenching.
